A dog’s life...
Hello readers, it's me again with the tale of the
disappearing sausages. My friend Rufus has
recently been in all kinds of trouble at home. He
has been branded a thief and is well and truly in
the Dog House!
You see Rufus is normally an obedient chap but
as his owners seem to have forgotten he is in fact
also a scavenger. It's a Dogs nature to scavenge.
The best meals in the world are the ones you
don’t have to work for and sure enough Rufus

happened to stumble across a plate of sausages.

Ok so they were technically out of bounds by
being placed on the work surface but in the
absence of anyone else claiming them his
scavenger instincts took over. So why is this so
tempting to dogs?

Well in the wild, a pack will readily devour any
food source. Whether it's been killed by them or
just left lying around by someone else. You see
the difference between eating and not eating to a
dog is a matter of life or death. Food is your
dog’s strongest driving force. Even though Rufus
gets two square meals a day, the instinct to eat an
extra opportunistic meal is too strong to ignore.
Some dogs do steal out of boredom rather than
hunger especially when left for long periods of
time with little stimulation to entertain
themselves. A dog's acute sense of smell will
encourage them to explore tantalizing places such
as the bin. Tipping the bin over is not only
rewarding, because there is always something to
eat, but fun too as we can rummage around and
explore.

Poor old Rufus learned the hard way that taking
food is wrong and as usual in the human/dog
relationship he got into trouble even though it
was his instinctive behaviour taking over. So if
your little scavenger is being a food thief, use
some prevention techniques rather than
punishment.

My top tips to prevent food scavenging are.

Leave your bin outside

Don’t leave food lying around

Use obedience training and the command NO!
Especially from puppy age.

New £4 million health centre officially opened
Aylesham’s new state of the art £4 million health
centre has today (20 January) been officially odene
by local MP Gwyn Prosser.

A supporter of the project since its inception, Mr
Prosser unveiled a plaque dedicating the building t
the late Dover District and Aylesham Parish
councillor Helen Bartolo, who was a key figure in
getting the project off the ground.

NHS Eastern and Coastal Kent's Head of Primary and
Community Care Commissioning Bill Millar said:
“This is a really exciting opportunity and is tregdst
step in an ongoing programme to expand and improve
local access to GPs, nurses and healthcare
professionals and the services they provide to meet
the needs of the local community.”

The 1,700 square metre health centre houses the
Aylesham Medical GP Practice and was developed on
behalf of NHS Eastern and Coastal Kent by healéhcar
provider Assura.

Following extensive local consultation with
community groups and residents the centre now
accommodates a wide range of services including:

A GP surgery, District nursing base/clinics, Healt
visiting base, Specialist nursing (including reafury
nurses) Physiotherapy, Speech and Language
Therapy, Podiatry, Dental services.

Also included within the new facility are 10
residential flats leased to Southern Housing a$ agel

an integrated on-site pharmacy which allows pagient
to pick up prescriptions immediately after
consultation with their GP or health professional.
Assura development manager Simon Gould said:
"From the outset, we have worked closely with NHS
Eastern and Coastal Kent and local people to ensure
that this health centre closely matches what local
people deserve - a first class healthcare centecahd
confident that Aylesham Health Centre will quickly
become a focal point for the local community."
