News from Bourne Vets. 
Happy New Year to you all from Bourne Veterinary 
Practice. We hope you all had a very enjoyable Christmas. 
Now that all the festivities are over it’s a great time for 
New Years resolutions! If your pet had a few too many 
titbits over the holidays then you may want to book in for 
our weight clinics. We are offering free weight 
consultations throughout January. All you need to do is 
phone us on 01227 832322 to make an appointment and we 
will assess your pet’s weight, discuss their diet, offer you 
some free food samples, and provide support and advice to 
help with weight loss. Overweight pets are at risk from 
heart disease, diabetes and arthritis and they will feel a lot 
happier if they lose some weight. 
We also need to caution everyone on the serious risks 
involved if your pet ingests rat poison. We tend to either 
see dogs which have got into containers of bait that have 
been incorrectly stored or dogs which have eaten poisoned 
rats. We have seen a few cases recently and we are very 
concerned as the drug which is used to treat affected 
animals is no longer available and so treatment is currently 
very limited as we are struggling to get hold of any 
antedote.  Please take extra care to avoid your pet having 
any exposure to rat poison and if you aware they have 
ingested some please seek urgent veterinary attention. Signs 
of toxicity may not develop for several days and the main 
signs are related to blood loss. You may notice 
bloodstained faeces, nose bleeds or blood stained saliva. 
Breathlessness and weakness are also common and the 
gums are usually very pale. Treatment is usually very 
effective if the condition is caught early but due to the 
current drug shortage we are recommending extra caution 
and please treat rat poison with the utmost caution. Bait 
should be placed in areas only accessible to rats such as 
roof cavities and between walls and should be stored in 
sealed containers out of reach of pets and children.

 Aylesham - A Lady in Her Own Standing 
Nested between the notorious city of Canterbury and the 
medieval town of Dover you will find her, growing rapidly 
in population, yet retaining her mining roots. Looked down 
on by some, dismissed by many, she shrugs off the loftiness 
and prestige of those around her. The place of my 
childhood, Aylesham Village, lovingly nickname Sunshine 
corner. My husband calls her, “The place the time forgot.” 
Established in 1926 as a mining community, Aylesham 
attracted and embraced miners from all over the British 
Isles. Some came out of necessity, desperately seeking 
work. Others were rejected by their own pits and labelled 
militants. They all came seeking a new life and prosperity, 
with empty pockets and hearts filled with determination. 
The diversity and uniqueness of her original settlers have 
moulded and shaped the character of Aylesham and made 
her what she is today. I left the village and my family when 
I was 21 years old and moved to Canada. I came in search 
of adventure and a new way of life. This vast and majestic 
country has housed my form, nurtured my soul, provided 
me with a career and wonderful family, but England has 
always been home. Now as I’m growing older, I tend to 
reminisce more often, the memories of my childhood 
entertain my thoughts frequently and fill me with nostalgia. 
I am often transported back in time to Aylesham and my 
youth. I remember vividly the profusion and delicate 
fragrance of the wild roses scattered throughout the village. 
Leisurely walks through the wooded Spinney Lane in the 
spring, with her carpet of primroses and later, in a mist of 
blue bells. The regimented cuisine of fish on Fridays, salad 
on Saturdays and the ever reliable Sunday dinner. I recall 
the congregations of women standing outside the shops 
adorned with colourful aprons and metal curlers, 
exchanging the local gossip, as they rocked their big 
wheeled prams back and forth. Packs of mischievous dogs 
roaming and littering the streets, unsupervised and uncared-
for; a mixed breed of canines, coming and going as they 
pleased. Rows and rows of clothes lines with their fresh 
white linen blowing in the breeze, generally on Mondays. 
The Welfare Grounds, where we watched our dad play 
football on a Saturday afternoon. Its primitive play 
equipment and all its nooks and crannies were lovers stole 
forbidden, romantic moments was an adventure land for us 
kids. The unforgettable, annual, seaside trips, sponsored by 
the working mans club. Like a regiment of soldiers, laden 
with goods we would march to the station, fill the train to 
capacity and leave the village abandoned. Making sand 
castles on the beach, wading in the sea, anticipating the 
thrill of the fun fair and the taste of candyfloss at the end of 
the day. Oh, what simplicity! Oh, what joy! As a child, 
Aylesham was my haven, my place in the world.The people 
of Aylesham are unique in many ways; they have a distinct 
accent and vocabulary of their own. They have a strong 
sense of humour, love for the absurd and a habit of poking 
fun at what they love without meaning disrespect. Most of 
the people that live there are decedents of the original 
settlers and are quite familiar with each others history. They 
show a genuine but inquisitive concern for their neighbours 
which might be considered intrusive by some. There is an 
invisible bond that binds them together. Strangers are 
cautiously welcomed. Although these Aylesham people 
appear to be a tad unsophisticated at times, they are the 
cheeriest, kindest, friendliest and most caring breed of folk 
you could ever wish to meet. The negative stigma that has 
attached itself to the village has always puzzled me.  

Although she does have her share of illicit and 
unscrupulous characters, the same can be said of any other 
town of her size. I have always  believed that her reputation 
is unjust. Those that would harshly judge her have not lived 
among her people and felt the comradely of such a close nit 
community. Although her amenities are limited, she is 
slowly coming to terms with contemporary life; just at a 
more leisurely pace than some. She has weathered the 
storms of nature’s wrath, tragedies, mining strikes and the 
closure of her life’s blood, Snowdown Colliery but still 
manages to retain the essence of her mining roots. She has 
absorbed the verbal abuse and discrimination from those 
around her with dignity. She has nursed, nurtured and 
sustained her own. She is indeed a Lady in Her Own 
Standing and I am proud to call her home!

Village Green 
Market square / village green status applicant  
E madden. 
The application for change to Village Green from 
Market Square Aylesham was first applied for on 
the 27th  November 2007 to preserve the Market 
Square as it is as a green space for the future for 
the people of Aylesham to use for recreation and 
pastimes. The matter was considered by the 
Regulation Panel on the 14th December 2009 at 
the Guild Hall in Maidstone. At that time a firm 
conclusion could not be reached and it was 
agreed that further legal advice would be sought. 
We again attended the regulation Panel meeting 
on the 14th of December 2009 Monday at the 
Guild Hall Canterbury. 1. Section 15 of the 
Commons Act 2006 enables any person to apply 
to a Commons Regulation Authority to register 
land as a Village Green where it can be shown 
that a significant number of local inhabitants of 
any locality , or of any neighbourhood within a 
locality have indulged in lawful pursuits and 
pastimes for at least 20 years , the people of 
Aylesham have used this land for 70 years or 
more and still do. 2.  There is no evidence that the 
land has been used by force or secrecy. Although 
there are hedges bordering the area there is a 
Public Footpath crossing the sight and access via 
four designated points, there has never been any 
barriers or fences or notices to prevent access. In 
fact the DDC and parish Council have entered 
into a lease actively encouraging use of the land 
for recreation purposes. On these two points we 
could win our day BUT and there is always a 
BUT and in this case this very lease is our 
stumbling block to part three 3.  The third point is 
to prove that we the residents of Aylesham have 
used the land AS Of RIGHT because of the lease 
DDC and the law at the moment says that 
whether we ask permission to use the Market 
Square for general use or for special occasions we 
do it with the implied or consented permission 
and so on that one issue we lose the right to a 
village green and the protection it brings with it. 
The Regulation Panel were in full sympathy with 
our application, but unless the law is changed or 
DDC gives an undertaking not to build on the 
site, after all it is there lease as stated and we as 
the tax payer pay for it does say for recreational 
purposes only and that as a village is all we are 
asking for. We have lost this time but have not 
given up yet .

I would like to start by wishing everyone a happy 
new year. You know where we are and what we 
want. Most of you by now have probably heard of 
the plight of the Glynn Vivian banner. For those 
who haven’t, it is kept at St. Peters Church, is in a 
bad way and needs extensive Restoring. The Glynn 
Vivian mission  played a very large part in the early 
life of Aylesham. The only way I can describe it is 
to say, the mission is part of Aylesham folklore. It 
was used by the school nurse for treating, cuts, 
warts, nits and giving out malt and orange juice to 
the malnourished children after the war. There was 
a dentist and much more. It was also used on 
Sundays for services given by the reverend Carter. 
He was a good man full of energy and religious 
conviction. The one thing most people over sixty 
five will remember are the great Saturday morning 
lantern and non- talking picture shows, it seemed as 
if every kid in the village was there. The song 
sunshine corner came from there. The banner was 
carried in front of the band and various clubs and 
associations in a parade through the streets every 
Whit Monday, from the time Aylesham was built. 
Mrs Catterall and family have given a large 
donation toward the cost of the restoration and the 
Heritage Centre is asking people to help preserve 
this iconic piece of Aylesham’s history by making a 
donation. This can be done by either giving a 
donation in at Just U or any other collection point 
around the village.
